LEED certification has become important to many building owners and
governments. Compliance with ANSI/ASHRAE Standard 62.1 and ANSI/

by and professionalism on the part of building designers. Since most building
codes do not require compliance with either ASHRAE standard, LEED
certified buildings do not always comply. Observations of these completed
buildings often disclose many examples of non-compliance with multiple
provisions of the prerequisite mandatory ASHRAE standards.
